Fourth Meeting of the Indo Japan Task Force on DMIC, November 30, 2007

The Fourth Meeting of the Indo Japan Task Force on Delhi Mumbai Industrial Corridor (DMIC) was held on 30.11.2007 in New Delhi. The Indian side was represented by Mr. Ajay Shankar, Secretary, Department of Industrial Policy & Promotion and Japanese side was represented by Mr. M.
